To Glorify God 

In view of God’s mercy, I offer my body as a living sacrifice, holy 

and pleasing to God — this is my spiritual act of worship.  It is [not 

in my own strength]; for it is You, Lord, Who are all the while 

effectually at work in me — energizing and creating in me the 

power and desire — both to will and work for Your good pleasure 

and satisfaction and delight.   

Father, I will not draw back or shrink in fear, for then Your soul 

would have no delight or pleasure in me.  I was bought for a price 

— purchased with a preciousness and paid for, made Your very 

own.  So, then, I honor You, Lord, and bring glory to You in my 

body.   

I called on You in the day of trouble; You delivered me, and I 

shall honor and glorify You.  I rejoice because You delivered me 

and drew me to Yourself out of the control and dominion of 

darkness (obscurity) and transferred me into the Kingdom of the 

Son of Your love.  I will con fess and praise You, O Lord my God, 

with my whole (united) heart; and I will glorify Your name 

forevermore.
